DAWSON COUNTY LIBRARY

INTERNET USE POLICY
1. Local patrons must have a Dawson County Library card in good standing, that is, with no outstanding fines or overdue materials, to use the Internet. 1, 2, 5
2. All other patrons may have temporary use of the Internet by presenting a valid picture ID showing proof of a non-local address.

3. Patrons may sign up for one (1) hour time slots on the Internet computers. After 3:00 p.m., time slots change to thirty (30) minutes.  Patrons may not sign up for two consecutive time slots.  Patrons are limited to one (1) hour of Internet use if other patrons are waiting to use the computers. 5
4. Families with multiple users will be limited to only two (2) computers at one time during busy times.  (Revised 7-16-01) 3

5. Laptop computers will be checked out ONLY when all other Internet computers are being used.  The following rules apply to Laptop computers:

· Patron must be at least 17 years of age to use a laptop computer

· Patron must leave a valid picture ID at the circulation desk while using a Laptop computer. (Revised 7-16-01) 3           

6. Internet access to “Minors” (anyone under 17 years of age) is available IF one of the following occurs:  

1) A parent or guardian who has signed an Internet agreement form accompanies the Minor.5
2) Parent or guardian comes to the Library and completes the Internet Access for Minors form.  This form must be signed IN PERSON by parent or guardian at the library circulation desk. Verified access will be noted on the Minor’s library card record.

7. Users may print from the Internet at 20 cents a page.

8. Users may save information from the computer to a disc.  Discs may be purchased at the circulation desk for $1.00 (one dollar).  Patrons may also use their own discs.  

9. The user is responsible for all activity on the Internet computer until he/she notifies the librarian that his/her Internet session is over.

10. The Internet is provided for education and information.  Users may not print or view sexually explicit materials from the Internet.

11. Internet use privileges may be suspended for the following violations of policy:

· Deliberately changing computer settings.

· Refusing to give up the computer once patron’s time is up.

· Ignoring the staff’s one-time warning about viewing sexually explicit materials.

· Loitering intrusively or otherwise harassing other Internet computer users.

· Failure to pay for copies printed from the computer.

1. The requirement for patrons to have a library card does not apply to the CHILD            PROFILE only on Internet computers 5,6,7, & 8. These computers, when logged in on the CHILD PROFILE, may be used by any person over the age of six (6).  Children under age 6 must have a parent sit at the computer with them while using it. If the child does not have a library card, the computer will be checked out on a parent’s card or on the Child card at the circulation desk.
